Dr. B. K. Pandey, Scientist
CSFER emphasized on cultivation of shade loving medicinal plants under
traditional orchards of Mango, Mahua, Aonla, Bamboos etc. in agroforestry
models. Dr. Anubha Srivastav, Research Officer working under Timber market
project highlighted about important timber species as Eucalyptus, Poplar, Shisham,
Sagaun, Aonla etc for agroforestry models as per availability of land to the
farmers.

She also gave information to the farmers
regarding available market facilities as about plywood/ veneer industries , saw
mills, van nigam etc. for sale of their wood products grown in agroforestry . Dr. V.

The representatives from forest
department, sawmills, Gram Pradhan and other resource persons were present on
the occasion. The farmers also discussed the practical problems in selling of timber
produces in the region. They interacted with resource persons for information
regarding availability of planting material and sale of their wood products in the
market.
