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TRAINING ON CAPACITY BUILDING OF RURAL YOUTH FOR

Different techniques involved in
making the following bamboo handicrafts items were taught during the training programme:
Bed, Sofa set, Chair, Centre Table, Flower Vase, Wall Hanging, Hair Clips, Pen, Hanger
Tray etc.

The trainees were found to be highly dedicated and full with zeal and enthusiasm to work.
They were novice but their persistence in work will make them skilled and perfect

craftsperson.
