Sundararaj, Scientist G, IWST, Bangalore presented 

suitability of Indian Sandalwood cultivation in the 

state of Uttar Pradesh in details. He focused on its     

cultivation and nursery technique as land 

preparation, spacing in plants, intercrops, pruning 

and other management techniques   for growth and 

development of tree. Dr. Sundarraj also highlighted 

the economics of tree and its marketing prospects in Uttar Pradesh. In the programme, more than 50 

farmers/ stakeholders of Prayagraj and Pratapgarh District participated. One farmer of Pratapgarh has 

already grown 500 trees of Sandalwood before 3 years in the guidance of IWST and he inspired other 

farmers too in his address for its adoption in agroforestry assured to give planting material to other 

farmers from his nursery of Sandalwood.
