Students also learnt hands-on training on isolation of arbuscular mycorrhiza fungi (AMF) from the soil; their 

identification   up to genus level, mass culture of AM biofertilizer production.  They were also taught about 

the production of carrier based and liquid biofertilizers as per BIS standard, viable cell count (CFU), 

determination of shelf-life, labeling, and storage facilities for biofertilizer production.  The Students learnt 

the production of vermicompost from organic wastes. Mrs. Rupjyoti Chutia Baruah, Shri Rajarishi 

Bhattacharyya, Shri Mohit Kr.
