LOW COST VERMICOMPOSTING TECHNIQUES FOR LIVELIHOOD GENERATION 

VENUE: TAKARJALA, SEPAHIJALA DISTRICT, TRIPURA 

DATE: 14-03-2024 

ICFRE-Livelihood Extension Center, Agartala conducted training on low cost vermicomposting 

techniques for Livelihood generation on 14th March, 2024 at Takarjala, Sepahijala district of 

Tripura. Total 25 unemployed tribal women nominated by Youth For Integration (YFI), a Tripura 

based NGO, participated in the training programme. Shri Niren Das, ACTO, ICFRE-LEC Agartala 

conducted the training programme and delivered a detail presentation on vermicomposting 

techniques. A bamboo made low cost vermicomposting unit was constructed to demonstrate the 

technology. During the training period, the technical details on Vermicomposting techniques 

involving construction of bamboo vermicomposting unit and its establishment using locally 

available resources were practically demonstrated. An interaction session was also held with the 

participants and taken participants’ feedback. Eisenia fetida, the preferred earth worm brought from 

ICFRE LEC was added to the newly established VCU.
