Concise Details of the Event:

The ICFRE-Bamboo and Rattan Centre (BRC), Bethlehem Vengthlang, Aizawl, Mizoram, organised
a one-day training programme under the 'Vigilance Awareness Campaign' on October 16, 2024.

The
interactive nature of the training was appreciated, as it was delivered in the Mizo language, ensuring
that all attendees could easily follow and participate.
