(Compensatory Afforestation Management and Planning Authority).

The session concluded with a biodiversity walk led by the institute's technical staff,
aimed at fostering awareness about biodiversity conservation and familiarizing

participants with the local flora on and around the ICFRE-IFB campus. The walk included



visits to nurseries, field experiment sites, and various laboratories, such as those dedicated

to Soil Science, Entomology, and Non-Timber Forest Products (NTFP) Research.
