Concise Details of the Event:

On July 22, 2025, the ICFRE-Bamboo and Rattan Centre (ICFRE-BRC) in Aizawl hosted a
significant event: the release function of Forest Soil Health Cards of Mizoram. The ceremony, held
at the VVK Hall, ICFRE-BRC, was well-attended by prominent officials from the Mizoram State
Forest Department, underscoring its importance for the state's forest management. This crucial

initiative was carried out under the umbrella of the All India Coordinated Research Project
(AICRP-22), a vital undertaking funded by the Compensatory Afforestation Fund Management and
Planning Authority (CAMPA), operating under the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate
Change (MoEF&CC).

The event commenced with a welcome address delivered by Shri Sandeep Yadav, Scientist-D &
Head of ICFRE-BRC. Following this, Dr. Dinesh Kumar Meena, Scientist-‘E’, ICFRE- Rain
Forest Research Institute, Jorhat, Assam provided a detailed presentation. He elaborated on the
objectives, methodologies, and data collection process involved in the preparation of these
comprehensive Forest Soil Health Cards, which cover all 13 Forest Divisions of Mizoram. The
extensive work of preparing these cards was a collaborative effort of ICFRE-RFRI, Jorhat, and its
center, ICFRE-BRC, Aizawl.

The highlight of the event was the release of the cards by the Chief Guest, Shri Rajeev Kumar

Tiwari, IFS, Principal Chief Conservator of Forests, Environment, Forests & Climate Change
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Department, Govt. of Mizoram. In his address, Shri Tiwari emphasized the critical role of data in
making informed decisions. He expressed gratitude to ICFRE, its institutes, and the center for their
meticulous work in compiling this vital forest soil data into the "Forest Soil Health Cards of
Mizoram." He further stressed the importance of this forest data for planning and implementing
projects and plantations, especially for forest officials, and highlighted how these cards would be

crucial tools for the frontline staff of the Forest Department in their conservation efforts.

The Guest of Honour, Dr. Nitin Kulkarni, Director, ICFRE-RFRI, Jorhat also delivered a
compelling speech. He underscored the significance of Forest Soil Health Cards in assessing the
quality of forest soils, asserting that the available data would be instrumental in increasing the
productivity of forest soil in the future. Dr. Kulkarni also emphasized that the Mizoram Forest
Department should extensively utilize these Forest Soil Health Cards in their future planning
initiatives. The proceedings concluded with a vote of thanks delivered by Shri Subhaprada
Behera, Scientist-B, ICFRE-BRC.

In essence, the event marked a pivotal moment for forest management in Mizoram, providing the

state's Forest Department with a scientifically robust tool to enhance conservation efforts and

sustainable forestry practices.
