DEHRADUN, 30 Aug: The
National REDD+ Strategy for
India prepared by Indian
Council of Forestry &
Education, Dehradun, for the
Government was released in
New Delhi, today, by Dr Harsh
Vardhan, Union Minister of
Environment, Forest and
Climate Change. Reducing
emissions from deforestation

and forest degradation,
conservation of forest carbon
stocks, sustainable

management of forests, and
enhancement of -forest carbon

Speaking on the occasion of
release of India’s national strat-
egy of REDD+ Vardhan said
that India is committed to Paris
agreement on climate change.
In its nationally determined
contribution to the Paris agree-
ment, India has communicated
that it will capture 2.5 to 3 bil-
lion tonnes of carbon dioxide
through additional efforts.
India’s national REDD+ strate-
gy is one of the tools to further
supplement Indias commit-
ment to the Paris agreement.
India’s first biennial update
report to UNFCCC reveals that
forests in India capture about 12
per cent of India’s total GHG

emission. Thus, forestry sector
in India is making positive
contribution for climate change
mitigation.

He further stressed that

well-being of forests is essential
for healthy environment, sus-
tainable livelihood of local
communities and also for con-
servation of biodiversity.
REDD+ attracts highest atten-
tion in developing country like
India where local communities
and forest dwelling tribal com-
munities have high dependen-
cy on forests for their liveli-
hoods. The strategy will sup-
port empowerment of youth
cadres as community foresters
to lead the charge at the local

level Green skill development
programme for imparting
forestry related specialised skill
will also be implemented.
The union minister also
appreciated the work of the
expert committee members
and invited experts for their
contribution in preparing this
national REDD+ strategy.
