Dehradun: Reducing emissions from deforestation and
forest degradation in developing countries and role of
conservation of forest carbon stocks, sustainable man-
agement of forests and enhancement of forest carbon
stocks is collectively known as REDD+ which is one
of the climate change mitigation option in forest sec-
tor.

Indian Council of Forestry Research and Educa-
