He
spent some time af the Forest
Research Institute (FRI) in the
Doon valley and stayed at Ghosi
Gali in Paltan Bazaar Having

Bomb Case (1908), Bose's
tenure at FRI as & Head Clerk
was the most defining moment
in his revolutionary career.
