The museum in FRI is one
of the country's oldest
Entomology Museums, formally
opened in 1930 and was later
renovated and reopened today
for public viewing.

protection equipment, various
kinds of traps and insect
specimens of important orders
and major insect pests of
forestry species, Rambir Singh,
Scientist-E, Extension Division,
explained the technologies
demonstrated at the centre
along with innovators of the
technologies. It depicts
technologies developed by the
Forest Research Institute,
Dehradun, and other institutes
