19. Award of contract: ICFRE will award the contract to the Firm whose RFQ has been determined 
to be substantially responsive and who has offered the lowest evaluated quotation price. 

20. Notwithstanding the above, ICFRE reserves the right to accept or reject any RFQ and to cancel 
the procurement process and reject all quotations at any time prior to the award of contract. 

21. The Firm(s) whose RFQ is accepted will be notified for the award of contract by ICFRE prior to 
expiration of the quotation validity period. The terms of the accepted offer shall be incorporated 
in the purchase order. 

22. All prices should be quoted F.O.R.  destination inclusive of all taxes and contingent costs 
including, customized packing and forwarding, transportation, handling and insurance of 
Projector. 

23. Penalty: Supply of non-original/similar looking items or items in damaged conditions shall not be 
accepted. Penalty up to 25% of the value of the supply order may be imposed if items is not 
provided in specified quality specifications and item condition. In addition, the contract will be 
cancelled and contractor may be blacklisted.
