The candidates, selected on the basis of merit in written examination will be called for
interview. The decision of the Council on short-listing will be final and the Council will
not entertain any correspondence in this regard.

EXAMINATION PROCEDURE

i) Merit list of the candidates, who secure minimum qualifying marks shall be
prepared and as per merit list, candidates will be called for personal interview in
the ratio of 1:5 (five candidates against one vacancy) for each post. Final merit
shall be decided on the total marks, i.e. marks obtained in written examination and
in personal interview.
