1. General Objectives of Establishment:

d) To guide students and young researchers working in field of climate change.

e) To develop the ability of scientist to attract resources for their research.

f) To strengthen collaborative research activities.

2. Establishment of the Chairs of Excellence:

The Chair of Excellence will be established in the ICFRE (Hqg.) as below

3. Objectives and Scope of Work of the Chair of Excellence:
3.1 Climate Change:

Climate Change is one among the most important issues of the present-day research. It is an
observed fact that now a days the Climate Change activities become more rapid but not due
to natural causes. The causes for climate change activities involve many reasons such as
deforestation, developmental activities such as construction of motorable roads and
buildings, emission of greenhouse gases due to industrialization as well as burning of fossil
fuels. The earth emits heat as Infra-Red radiations, the gases absorb it by trapping heat near
the earth surface like greenhouse effect which raises the temperature of earth’s atmosphere.

The adverse effects of Climate Change causing expansion of deserts, melting of permanent
glaciers all over the world. Droughts and storms are now common due to changing climate
limits of various factors. It is also adversely affecting the survival of the many floral as well as
faunal elements causing extinction. The World Health Organisation (WHO) highlighted the
Climate Change as the greatest threat to global health. Hence, efforts are required at regional,



national and international levels to boost up the conservation measures to minimise the
emission of harmful gases, promote afforestation and other activities in this direction.
Keeping in view the global perspective of Climate Change, council may come up with certain
action plan for mitigation of the same with the help of Chair of Excellence in Climate Change.

d) Experience of working with Govt. of India organization and networking with
Government/ Non-Governmental national and international organizations.

e) Age not more than 65 years as on 31/12/2021. However, DG, ICFRE reserve the right
to relax the age for highly qualified and highly experienced professional in the field of

forest, climate change.
4.1.2 Desirable Qualifications:
a) National/ international recognition in relevant field.
b) Member/ fellow of various national and international academic councils/ bodies.

c) Experience in modern scientific techniques including GIS & IT based solution.

5. Nationality: The person appointed to the Chair will be Indian national.

6. Accounting Procedure: The accounting procedure shall be as per Rules for “ICFRE Corpus

fund for establishment of Chairs of Excellence”

7. Honorarium and Facilities:
a) The remuneration to be paid to the Chair shall be in the form of Chair Fellowship.

b) The amount of the fellowship shall be a consolidated amount of Rs. 1,25,000/- per

month. Taxes etc. shall be deducted as per prevalent rules of the Government of India.
c) The fellowship shall be paid by the ICFRE (HQ).

d) Subject to availability, accommodation may be provided to the Chair in the hostels/

campus on usual payment of fees.
e) The Chair shall be allowed travelling expenses as per ICFRE Rules.

f) The Chair shall be provided office space and secretariat assistance by the concerned

Directorate.
8. Review:

a). The progress/ performance of the work, assigned to the Chair shall be reviewed by a

Review Committee. The constitution of the Review Committee shall be as below:

b). The review shall be conducted quarterly based on the Quarterly Progress Report furnished
by the Chair to the Director (International Cooperation). The review report should be
submitted to DG, ICFRE.

9. General Conditions:

a) A memorandum of agreement shall be signed by the Chair between the ICFRE and the

person appointed to the Chair.

b) The duration of the Chair shall be up to the period of 12 months and extendable by a
maximum period of up to 12 months by DG, ICFRE.

c) The Chair may leave the position giving two-month advance notice.

d) The duration of the Chair may be curtailed by the Director General, ICFRE, if the
performance of the Chair is not satisfactory.

e) Head Quarter of the chair shall be at the ICFRE (HQ).

f) All the materials, modules, course curricula etc., developed by the Chair shall be the

property of the ICFRE.

10. Relaxation: Powers to amend/ repeal any of the clauses of these guidelines shall vest with
the Director General, ICFRE.

11. Arbitration: In case of any dispute, DG, ICFRE shall be the sole arbitrator. All the disputes
arising out of the provisions of these guidelines or otherwise shall be subject to Courts with

jurisdiction of the Headquarters of the Chair.
